Craig’s Notes
Originally chosen as part of last year’s programme, this is a rather unusual but uplifting song. The plot of 
Zootopia (about a small rabbit who wants to join the police force) is full of life-affirming moments which 
remind us never to give up, whatever the odds against us are. 
The feel of the music has origins in a South American/Latin groove, where the rhythms are displaced a 
quaver earlier than you would normally expect. At first sight this seems a little weird, but after a couple 
of listens you will get it. My theory here is that many of our songs which first appeared in a well-known 
animated movie will be known to the children already! If you haven’t seen the film yourself, I would  
certainly suggest it as an option.

David’s Notes
The challenge in the verses here is fairly consistent: it is one of singing the lyrics in the right part of the 
bar. Sounds easy, right? Very often the natural stress of the words and the natural beat of the music do not 
coincide, and whilst the resultant sound still sounds quite relaxed and easy, it could be tricky, at least initially. 
The guide vocal track is fabulously clear in terms of how it should sound and feel, so I would recommend 
simply listening through to begin with before you start analysing which word goes where within the beats.  
If your singers get it wrong to begin with, then there is no need to worry; not least because making mistakes, 
not letting it affect you, and trying again is exactly what this song is all about!
Have a look at bar 41. The harmonies here are optional, and the “Oh”s and the “Try everything” phrases  
alternate quite quickly after each other. Also, be prepared: later in the song, the same music comes back but 
with a different, higher ending – more of that in a moment. 
The second verse starts in bar 48, and again you’ll find weak syllables landing on strong beats and vice versa. 
At bar 90, I will divide our choir into two. Both parts are singing familiar music, but you will spot that the “Oh”s 
end differently this time. Each of your singers needs to be prepared to sing this alternate version, as you may 
end up sitting in the part of our massed choir that is invited to sing it! It’s a really great song and will be worth 
the investment, I assure you! 
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
