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Craig’s Notes
Written back in 2017, this has much relevance today as a call to make your voice count! Everyone having 
an equal value is a truth we hold dear to at YV, and I hope your young people will gain a sense of that as 
they sing these lyrics. Experienced teachers will spot the instant harmony moment at the end of the song, 
where we combine two tunes which have already occurred in the song. One of these is already a parallel 
harmony, so we will in fact have three parts going at the same time! Note the change in dynamic at bar 98 
when everyone will sing and play at pp in order to gradually grow again – try to make your crescendo last 
all the way until bar 113.

David’s Notes
This great song has a driving rhythm and very often the melody is syncopated against it – it is as if it drives 
the message with the urgency it needs. Once your children know their way around this song, then do start 
introducing the moves from Andy’s video which are also designed to reflect the song’s power and strength.  
In bar 47, there are two parts; here, I would like your singers to sing either the top part, the bottom part, or both 
parts! It is a lovely thing to do to sing in harmony, and we are always looking at different ways to do this. This 
is a simple example of ‘parallel harmony’ where both parts have the same shape, and at Young Voices, this 
kind of part singing is always optional. During the Teachers Workshop we will explore ways of teaching this. 
Where words are repeated, for example in verse 1 “I’m trying” and “I’m crying”, always seek to make the 
repeat different to the first time by finding a way to emphasise the meaning somehow. Be very ready for  
the words “Are you ready for this?” in the middle section which starts at the end of bar 87. That needs to  
take the audience by surprise, not us! 
Then at bar 98, we make for a powerful build-up towards the final chorus by singing this bar quietly, then 
gradually getting louder. At bar 106, there is a two-part moment at which I will divide the choir into two: for 
this, everyone will need to be prepared to sing the repeated four-note pattern to “Oh” just in case it becomes 
their job on the day. 
For the final two-part moment at bar 128, we are just using material that everyone has sung so, again, be 
prepared to sing either and I will tell you which one when we are in the arena. In your rehearsals, you could 
practise splitting into two groups so that everyone knows how both are supposed to feel and sound, but on 
the day, your children will all be singing either part 1 or part 2.
