The Literacy and Numeracy Catch Up Premium gives schools additional
funding to support Year 7 students who did not achieve the expected
standard in reading or maths at the end of Key Stage 2

Appropriate Curriculum

Students who have not achieved the expected standard at the end of Key
Stage 2 in reading or maths will be placed into one of two Skills Based
Curriculum Groups.

Quality First Teaching

A primary trained teacher will deliver some of the Skills Based Curriculum
to these particular groups with an emphasis on integrating literacy and
numeracy skills into the lessons.

From Term 2, two lessons per fortnight will focus on the development of
numeracy and literacy. An additional Literacy teacher and Numeracy
teacher will support during these lessons e.g. small group work or 1:1

sessions.

Pearson’s ‘Success Maker’ adaptive learning programme will be used to
support these lessons.

The primary trained teacher will teach Mathematics and English lessons
to one set of students.

In the absence of any national guidelines, Rednock School
identified students as ‘below expectation’ at the end of Key
Stage 2 using the following criteria:

Reading Score < 94
Maths Score < 94

Based on this criteria, 33 students were identified as needing
Literacy Support and 23 students were identified as needing
Numeracy Support.

Reading ages, Spelling ages, fluency and comprehension scores
alongside Year 7 English and Maths attainment data was used
to determine students’ progress on this programme.

Reading Ages data shows that 60.6% students have made
progress in their reading. However, there are several students
who are 12 months + below reading age expectations.

Spelling Ages data shows that 80.6% of students improved their
spelling scores.

However, there are several students with a spelling age 24
months below expectation.




Fluency and Comprehension scores demonstrated some
progress across the academic year. These assessments were
used to create bespoke literacy interventions on ‘Success
Maker’.

English reporting data shows that 77.4% of the students are
making expected progress in English.

Maths reporting data shows that of the 23 students below
‘expected’ level at the end of KS2, 87.0% of them are making
expected progress in maths.

Success Maker worked well for the Literacy component of the
intervention package however, the structure and format of the
numeracy package did not work as effectively. Hegarty Maths
and the PiXL KS3 Intervention package were used to address the
numeracy component of the programme.

All students demonstrated progress in at least three out of the
four skill areas of addition, subtraction, multiplication and
division.

Monitoring:

Progress in English and Maths along with Reading and Spelling age scores allow student progress to be monitored and interventions to be put in place.
Termly assessments in core numeracy and literacy skills will be used to inform support and intervention.
