I am pleased to be able to offer your son/daughter the opportunity to see ‘Six’ at New Victoria Theatre, Woking on
Thursday 2nd February 2023. This trip is open to all students at Langtree school.  ‘Six’ is a modern musical about
Henry VIII’s wives.

There will be 78 places available - Scopay will be open on line from 10am on Tuesday 4th October until
9.30am on Wednesday 12th October, or until the trip is full. In the event that the trip is over subscribed, a
ballot will be drawn with preference being given to students who missed out on a place on the previous theatre trip.
Should you be unsuccessful in securing a place on the trip, you will receive a full refund before the trip takes place.

Along with payment, please complete the consent form, including entering contact details and any allergy/medical
needs, via SCOPAY as detailed below.
