All the admissions information, as well as
the weekly bulletin, letters and newsletters, are posted electronically on the website: www.langtreeschool.com Our aim is to
communicate with parents electronically wherever possible, so it is extremely important that your email contact
information is kept up to date.

Parents and Carers also often ask how_they can help us at Langtree School - and you will soon find that we regularly make
requests for parental / carer support at events such as ‘Love our Langtree’ days, or to help with school productions, and also
with careers information sessions happening in school.

Donations
can be made via the 'SCO PAY’ link on the front page of the school website (just select the ‘school donation’ option), or by
completing a standing order mandate which should be returned to the school.
