L4

The Groovy Greeks’

The areas of the curriculum to be covered in this term will be:

English: Fables, myths and legends, newspaper reports, Greek myths and a class
writing project based on the children’s interests.

Maths: Fractions, direction and position, angles, looking at different
measurements, shape, and revision of topics taught earlier in the year.
