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Nasal Flu Vaccinations

We have had a number of parents enquire about this year’s flu
vaccinations programme. Please note the information below.
Firstly, can | confirm that no child will ever be
administered medication at school without a parents FULL
consent.

The nasal flu vaccination date for Woodcroft is 10th November 2020. This is
intended for every primary school aged children from Reception to Year 6
(Nursery aged children will receive it via their GP service)

The children's flu vaccine is safe and effective. It's offered every year as a
nasal spray to children to help protect them against flu.

Flu is caused by a virus. It can be a very unpleasant iliness for children. It
can also lead to serious problems, such as bronchitis and pneumonia.
Children spread the flu easily. Vaccinating them also protects others who are
vulnerable to the flu, such as babies and older people.
