Can you make up some maths problems for finding 

one more and one less… e.g. I have four apples 

and then I eat one, how many do I have left?  

 

Can you make up maths problems for adding and 

taking away? E.g. mummy has three bananas and 

I have two. How many do we have all together? 

 

Can you tell a story? Can you draw the story? 

Can you change the main character in the story? 

E.g. once upon a time a little girl call Hannah 

crept into a cottage belonging to 3 foxes, she ate 

their porridge… 

 

Can you spot any signs of spring? What are they? 

How is it different to winter? 

 

Can you draw a picture of your family?  What is 

everyone’s name?  You could add some labels and 

even draw your house too. 

 

What songs do you know?  Can you sing your 

favourite song?  You could teach it to the rest of 

your family.
