Programmes of Study 

History  

✓ Learn about the achievements of the earliest civilisa-
tions—an overview of where and when the first civili-
sations appeared and a depth study of one of the 
following: Ancient Sumer; The Indus Valley; Ancient 
Egypt; The Shang Dynasty of Ancient China. 

✓ Gain and deploy a historically grounded understanding 
of abstract terms such as ‘empire’, ‘civilisation’, 
‘parliament’ and ‘peasantry’. 

✓ Gain historical perspective by placing their growing 
knowledge into different contexts: understanding the 
connections between local, regional, national and in-
ternational history; between cultural, economic, mili-
tary, political, religious and social history; and be-
tween short– and long-term timescales. 

✓ Know and understand significant aspects of the histo-
ry of the wider world: the nature of ancient civilisa-
tions; the expansion and dissoloution of empires; 
characteristic features of past non-European socie-
ties; achievements and follies of mankind. 

✓ Understand historical concepts such as continuity and 
change, cause and consequence, similarity, difference 
and significance, and use them to make connections, 
draw contrasts, analyse trends, frame historically 
valid questions and create their own structured ac-
counts, including written narratives and analyses. 

✓ Understand the methods of historical enquiry, includ-
ing how evidence is used rigorously to make historical 
claims, and discern how and why contrasting argu-
ments and interpretations of the past have been con-
structed.
