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Why Sounds~Write?

Because every one of you has a child who can already listen and
speak.

No-one has to send their child to school to learn what comes
naturally.

What doesn’t come naturally is learning to read and write.

To become fluent readers and spellers children need to
know:

1: Letters are used to spell individual sounds (one at a
time, from left to right across the page).

2: Each sound may be spelled by one or more letters.

4: Many spellings represent more than one sound.

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What do we think reading is about?

When your children start to learn to read and write, we DO NOT
use letter names. We just say the sounds very precisely. Here’s
an example of what we mean. But don’t worry if you are not very
sure, soon your child will be telling you how it’s done.
