In order to provide summative assessment data about the progress of our pupils with profound and multiple learning difficulties (PMLD) at Northern

CountiesSchoolweusetheRoutesforLearningAssessmentTool(WelshAssemblyGovernment2006). WehaveadaptedtheRoutesforLearningtool

(RforL)byattachingascoringsystem.Thisenablestheassessmenttooltoprovidequantitativeprogressiondataandenableslateralprogressiontobe

measured and included in the score. For pupilswith PMLD on going linear progress is not always possible, however supporting learners to apply and

generalisetheirskillstoan increasingrange ofcontexts isappropriate totheir needsand goals.The scoringsystem alsotakes intoaccount thelateral

progression made by learnerswith PMLD. This is a far more specificway ofanalysing the progressmade andwill focuson thevery areaswe needto

prioritise in early communication and cognitive skills. 



The average yearly point score is 18 from a range of 4 to 43 points achieved from the 17 pupils. This average score is a 4 point increase from the

previous year of 14 points that relate to their communication and cognitive abilities. Anything over this number of points is deemed as outstanding

progress for our population. Overall seven pupils achieved 18 or more point’s progress. Nine pupils achieved between 2 and 12 points more from the

previous year and one pupil achieved an overall 26 point increase from her baseline in Sept 2016.   



Four pupils have achieved between 79% and 88% ofthe Routes for Learning Assessment Road map. Meetingswill take placewith theclass teamfor

eachpupiltodiscusswhichpathwaywillbeappropriatetomeettheirneeds.InSeptember2017ASDANwillbeintroducedwithintheolderpupilsofthe

PMLD cohort therefore this could an option to work towards.
