*I can use multiplication facts to make deductions outside of known facts. (e.g. Multiples 
of 5 have a ones digit off 5 or 0 so 96 is not in the 5x table)

statements as simplified multiplication. (5+5+5 = 3 x 5) 
I can determine remainders given known facts . (17 socks will have 8 pairs and 1 left over)
