	Use one-handed tools and equipment, for example, making snips in paper with scissors.
Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.

· Cut and stick Farm activity – place the animals correctly on the farm.(see attached)

· Pencil control activities-left to right, top-bottom observe pencil grip. Farmer and Duck sheets (see attached)
· Tracing and copying names (Adult to write child’s name in a yellow pen and child to overwrite remember a capital letter at the start of your name). 

	Mathematics
	Talk about and explore 2D and 3D shapes (for example, circles, rectangles, triangles and cuboids) using informal and mathematical language: ‘sides’, ‘corners’; ‘straight’, ‘flat’, ‘round’.

· Farmer Duck Counting sheet – Activity sheet (see attached)
· Colour by number – Farm animal sheet (see attached)
· Farm animal 2D shapes – cut the shapes to make your farm animal. How many circles, rectangles and squares did you use? (see attached sheet)
