	Overview for the week- Elmer the elephant, talk about how Elmer was different from the rest of the herd. Discuss differences in each other e.g., family friends etc.
Explore shades of colour Light to dark, dark to light. 

Create repeated patterns with shapes and colours.
Share together the story of Elmer. 
Make your own Elmer using recycled materials.

	PSE
	Develop their sense of responsibility and membership of a community. 

Talk about their feelings using words like ‘happy’, ‘sad’, and ‘angry’ or ‘worried’.

Understand gradually how others might be feeling.

Activities: Talk about themselves with pride and encourage the children to talk about what they are good at and enjoy doing. What makes them unique? 
What makes them happy, sad etc? Use the Talk about Feelings cards (attached to download) to help discuss different emotions.

Language

	Listen to simple stories and understand what is happening, with the help of the pictures.

Activity: Story ‘Elmer’ Video link Read by Mrs Lane
	Understand simple questions about ‘who’, ‘what’ and ‘where’ (but generally not ‘why’). 
Activity: Look at the Elmer poster (see attached) and use the questions attached to answer questions about What is seen in the picture. (See attached link) 


	Enjoy listening to longer stories and can remember much of what happens.
Activity: Listen to the author David Mckee read the story on You tube.

	Retell the story once they have developed a deep familiarity with the text; some as exact repetition and some in their own words.
Activity: Retell the story to a grown up and draw a picture of your favourite part.

	Recognises and responds to many familiar sounds 
Skip, hop, stand on one leg and hold a pose for a game like musical statues.

Activity: Musical statues listen for the drumbeat /bang on a saucepan with a wooden spoon and then freeze.

	Physical Dev


	Use large and small motor skills to do things independently, for example manage buttons and zips, and pour drinks. 
Show an increasing desire to be independent, such as wanting to feed themselves and dress or undress.

Be increasingly independent in meeting their own care needs, e.g. brushing teeth, using the toilet, washing and drying their hands thoroughly 
Activity: Encourage children to be independent with own care needs by modelling how to do things and breaking a task down to small steps and stages. Reward their efforts to do things for themselves.
Continue to develop their movement, balancing, riding (scooters, trikes and bikes) and ball skills.

Activity: Throwing and catching games in the garden e.g. beanbags/ball in a bucket. 

Develop manipulation and control. 

Activity: Handwriting-Hand control activity sheet –shapes enclosing circles drawing over the dotted lines, Left to right, top to bottom vertical and horizontal lines. etc.

Elmer to the Zebra mazes  (see attached link)
Can copy some letters from their name. 

Use a comfortable grip with good control when holding pens and pencils.

Show a preference for a dominant hand.

Activity: Name writing – Use the Border paper attached

	Literacy
	Join in with songs and rhymes, copying sounds, rhythms, tunes and tempo. 

Activity: Elmer songs

	Use some of their print and letter knowledge in their early writing. For example: writing a pretend shopping list that starts at the top of the page; writing ‘m’ for mummy.
Activity: Write a pretend shopping list for Elmer’s parade party


	
	Notice some print, such as the first letter of their name, a bus or door number, or a familiar logo. Point out print in the environment and talk about what it means. 
Activity: Suggestions: on a local walk, point out road signs, shop names and door numbers.

	Develop their phonological awareness, so that they can: recognise words with the same initial sound, such as money and mother.
Activity: Initial sounds hunt around the home Find objects that begin with the sound ‘s’

How many things can you find?

	Mathematics
	Make comparisons between objects relating to size.

Activity: Cut the animals and stick in order of size biggest to smallest. 

(Sheet link attached.)
(see attached)
	Notice patterns and arrange things in patterns. Provide patterned material – gingham, polka dots, stripes etc. – and small objects to arrange in patterns. Use words like ‘repeated’ and ‘the same’ repeatedly.
Activity: Find repeated patterns around your home such as on bedding, tea towels, curtains etc. Make your own pattern using toys such as car, crayon, car, crayon, car, crayon etc.

	Recite numbers past 5. 
Say one number for each item in order: 1,2,3,4,5. 
Activity: Counting animals Adult to give children amounts 1-5 and 1-10 and ask children to count them saying one number for each animal.
	Link numerals and amounts: for example, showing the right number of objects to match the numeral, up to 5. 
Activity: Accurately count the animals and match to the correct numeral.
Order numerals 1-5
Activity: Cut and stick the numerals in the correct order (Activity sheet attached) 
	Extend and create ABAB patterns – stick, leaf, stick, leaf. Notice and correct an error in a repeating pattern Extend to  ABBABBABB e.g. red, blue, blue, red, blue, blue etc.
Activity: Find objects around the home and make your patterns and take a photo to send to school.

	EA&D
	Explores colour and how colours can be changed. Activity: Make a shades wheel dark to light by mixing white to a chosen colour painting one section at a time adding a little white each time you paint a section.
Watch the video attached to see Mrs Lane demonstrate.
	Explore colour and painting skills.

Activity: Paint or colour Elmer’s patchwork colours.
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	Explores colour and how colours can be changed. 
Activity: Do you know the colours that you find in a rainbow?
