Please be advised that all our Level 3 courses require students to achieve Grade 4 or above in their 
Maths, English and Science GCSEs alongside any subject specific entry criteria which are listed on our 
website.  

If your son/daughter wishes to apply to a college he/she should use this time to research the course they                                     
wish to pursue, which can be done virtually using the Unifrog tool. Students can visit the college websites                                   
to gain more information about the colleges and their entry requirements.
