	· The ‘Rainbow Fish Biscuit Activity’ encourages children to make their own fish-shaped biscuit decorated with rainbow sprinkles! (see biscuit recipe attached) 
· Encourage the children to talk about their favourite sea creature and discuss any sea creatures they may have seen at the beach, in a fish tank or at a zoo or aquarium.

	· The ‘Rainbow Fish Pencil Control sheets’ which encourages children to practise their pencil control by tracing over a variety of dotted lines.
· Give the children Playdough or clay and encourage them to make model Rainbow Fish using fish-shaped cutters and sequins.

	· Use the children’s interest in the story as a springboard to finding out more about fish and ocean life. Research on the Internet using a search engine.
· Oak National Academy remote learning- To identify different creatures that live under the sea
           We learn about the creatures that lurk deep beneath the sea. In this lesson with Miss Hughes, we identify some of         those creatures and the features that allow them to survive in an underwater habitat.
At the end of the lesson, we capture the ocean in our very own sensory bottles.

	Mathematics

	· The ‘Colourful Counting Activity’ encourages children to count the spots shown on a die and colour the corresponding numbered scale.(see attached)
· Encourage the children to help you make some Rainbow Fish biscuits! Encourage the children to help you weigh and measure the ingredients.(see attached recipe) 
· Use this themed Counting Sheet to encourage children to practise their counting skills by counting the different colours of Rainbow Fish’s scales.
· Draw a large Rainbow Fish on a wall or the ground using chalk. Encourage children to roll a large die and count large paper scales (or beanbags) onto Rainbow Fish.

	· The ‘Rainbow Fish Collage encourages children to decorate a Rainbow Fish Picture using circles of coloured paper.
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· Children can explore printing with different textures in the ‘Rainbow Fish Texture Printing Activity’ Explore making bubble prints to create a watery background for fish pictures.
· Children could use old CDs to make these Rainbow Fish Decorations.(See attached)
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· Children could be encouraged to explore printing to decorate a Rainbow Fish template – the end of a stick of celery makes an interesting shape for Rainbow Fish’s scales! Children could also use bingo markers or pom-pons held with a peg and dipped into paint to create circle shapes.


· Tape large sheets of blue paper to a table and encourage children to draw their own ‘Under the Sea’ map – what might they see – Rainbow Fish maybe?
