Is it ok…

don’t know her? ‘Hi I just wanted to say you are

• Is it ok to ask for a girl’s number in public if you 
don’t know her? ‘Hi babes can I have your 
number/snapchat…’



What can males do to change 
their behaviour and make 

females feel safe in public?  

If you’re walking behind a woman late 
at night, cross the road, slow down, or 
move away so she feels safer. 

Only approach a female if they are in a 
safe place like at a party. If they are not 
interested in talking to you, no means no. 
Walk away.  

If you’re next to a female on a bus, on 
a train, or in a classroom or at work, 
maintain personal space. 

Do not catcall, shout at females, or 
approach them in public. You have no 
idea how you’ll make that person feel 
and if they’ll feel scared or unsafe.
