An example of a revision timetable: this example shows you how you can organise your time effectively over the half term break to prepare for mock exams. The timings mean you don’t work for too long on one topic or subject; you have regular breaks, and you cover all your subjects. These are just examples – you know the topics you need to revise and the subjects you are preparing for (check with your teacher if you are unsure!). Remember:
· You might attend revision sessions in school that are being offered by staff and/or might have plans for a day/morning/afternoon that mean you don’t revise the same amount every day
· You get to have your phone and doom scroll only in the breaks – your phone and any other device needs to be away from you when you are revising!
· Revision is most effective when you are actively doing something – re-reading notes is the least effective form of revision.

Revision needs to be learning so you need to ‘do’ something (flashcards, quizzing, practice questions etc.). Some reminders of online revision platforms that are helpful are below:
1. Revising key content and quotations (various subjects): Seneca; Quizlet; Carousel
2. Maths: Sparx Maths; Corbett maths; maths genie; on maths; 1st class maths; save my exam
3. English:  Mr Bruff (range of videos of plot, character, how to answers questions, exemplar responses etc.); revision guides and materials shared from the department (including exam style questions); CGP guides and paper practice; York notes (you can buy copies of this but you can also use an app); Sparx Reader (to re-read Literature texts)
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
