Hexthorpe Primary Music Intent, Implementation and Impact Statements 

Intent

At Hexthorpe, our music curriculum provides all children with the opportunity to learn to play a musical instrument and to perform as part of an ensemble. It enables learners to appreciate and understand the works of musical figures from the past alongside developing the technical skills and creativity to compose and perform. Learners will recognise how music can enrich their life and the lives of others as they grow in confidence in the areas of singing, listening, composing and performing.


Implementation

In order to successfully implement a knowledge-rich music curriculum that meets the need of all learners, we work closely with subject specialists from the Doncaster Music Service to deliver a carefully planned, sequential curriculum which is bespoke to Hexthorpe, whilst adhering to the recommendations of the Department for Education Model Music Curriculum. 
Our curriculum develops the use of subject specific vocabulary and encourages children to see themselves as musicians. Skills and knowledge are built on year by year and sequenced appropriately to maximise learning for all children.


Impact

The impact of this bespoke, knowledge-rich and carefully sequenced music curriculum will enable children to become confident musicians, who will be able to discuss musical content and ideas at an age-appropriate level. 
We aim to develop skills and attributes they can use beyond school and into adulthood, fostering an enjoyment for creative expression and an appreciation of a broad repertoire of music.
