
Nursery – Summer 2 2026 
Literacy Communication and Language Maths 

This half term we are going to read ‘We’re Going on a Bear 

Hunt’, ‘If I had a Dinosaur’ and ‘Shark in the Dark’. 

We will have lots of opportunities to mark make and draw.  

Children will be encouraged to add more detail to their 

pictures and to talk about these. Adults will model writing 

shopping lists and labelling pictures so children can have a 

go at imitating this. 

During our phonics lessons, we will do syllable clapping, 

initial sound activities, rhyming and memory games.  

Children going to Reception in September are encouraged 

to practise copying our handwriting patterns.  

This half term, we will be listening to stories and 

joining in with these, so we are able to answer 

questions about them and retell them.  

We will be learning to understand a range of 

questions (including ‘why’ and ‘how’ questions) 

and answer these using longer sentences. In 

addition to this, we will develop our conversation 

skills with adults and our peers.  

We will learn new vocabulary linked to our focus 

stories and the activities we take part in.  

We will continue to take part in activities that help 

the development of speech sounds e.g. syllable 

clapping.  

This half term we will be learning:       

- to recognise small quantities without counting (playing 

games with dots on a dice help with this) 

- to recognise some numerals (1,2,3,4,5) 

- to understand that after counting a group of objects, the 

final number we say, tells us how many we have e.g. 1,2,3, I 

have 3 toys 

- to explore and solve maths problems using numbers up 

to 5 

- to understand and use maths language linked to size and 

capacity e.g. big, small, tall, short, long, full, empty

We will continue to talk about our 

feelings and discuss Nursery rules and 

routines. We will focus on playing in 

groups and we will discuss how to solve 

conflicts while playing. We will talk about 

moving to Reception in September.  

Our topic is Animals and Adventures. We 

will learn about dinosaurs, jungle animals 

and sea creatures. We will talk about the 

different habitats these animals live in.  

We will also learn about the season of 

Summer and shadows.  

We will be making, painting and creating 

lots of different art linked to animals. 

We will also be singing Nursery rhymes, 

playing instruments and listening to 

different types of music.  

We will make up our own stories using 

small world people and animals.  

We will continue to practise cutting. We 

will take part in fine and gross motor 

activities. This includes games to improve 

our throwing, catching and kicking skills. 

We will also make obstacle courses and 

build dens.  

Important things to consider  

Morning Nursery starts at 8.30am and afternoon Nursery starts at 12.15pm. Please make sure your child is on time so they don’t 

miss important learning or disrupt the learning of other children when they arrive. 

All children need to wear school uniform – please put your child’s name in this. Please send your child to Nursery each day with 

spare clothes. 

We go outside to play everyday – please make sure your child is suitably dressed for this e.g. coat, sun hat, suitable footwear  

As the weather gets warmer please put sun cream on your child before they come to Nursery.
