Each year group has a Head
of Year and a student
support assistant that are
available throughout the
school day for students to
speak to. We also have the
student support unit and our
safeguarding team!



 At St Ivo Academy, we take practical
steps in the classroom and beyond to
meet students’ needs. We are committed
to narrowing the gap between SEND and
non-SEND students. We do this through a
variety of different support systems. In
practice, the inclusive ethos of St Ivo
Academy is delivered through the
combination of an effective pastoral
support system with the aid of tutors,
pastoral staff and other key stakeholders
overseen by our school SEND team and
Senior Leaderships Team. All of our
teachers and teaching assistants are
trained to adapt their practice to meet
the needs of young people with a range
of SEND. 

The management of special needs
emphasises integration rather than
segregation, with access to both formal
and informal opportunities for learning
support. Some students will require
occasional additionalsupport, however
withdrawal from mainstream lessons is
operated on a very limited basis, linked to
specific needs, students access to the full
curriculum package wherever possible.

TRANSPORT
SCHOOL

We want to ensure students have transport options to get into
school safely and on-time. 

Buses
Buses drop off and pick up
at the bottom of the school
near the basketball courts. 

Bus transport for students
is arranged by
Cambridgeshire Local
Authority for students in
Years 7 – 11 who live over 3
miles from school or are
from low income families.

Late Bus
The school provides a ‘late bus’ on
Mondays, Wednesdays and
Thursdays. 

The bus departs at 16.15 from the
school roundabout. Students should
arrive by 16.10 to meet the bus and
tell the driver their destination. On
request, the bus drops off at one
central point in each village also
served by Local Authority transport,
except Hemingford Abbots and
Cambourne.

Cycles
We have space for bikes to be
locked within the school
grounds and students are
advised to enter the school via
the leisure centre entrance. 

Students who cycle to school
must follow road safety rules
and ensure their bikes are well
maintained, particularly during
winter. Helmets are strongly
recommended. Bicycles are left
at the owner’s risk and should be
locked securely, with all
belongings removed. 

Cycles must not be ridden
within the school grounds and
should not be left at the Leisure
Centre. Police may inspect
bicycles from time to time.

Car
If you bring your child to
school by car, please do not
bring the car on to the
premises. The best place to
drop your child off is in the
Leisure Centre car park, to
avoid congestion in the
streets around the school.
Please do not drop off your
child at the roundabout at
the top of High Leys.
