Assessment:

The A Level comprises three compulsory assessment units:

Paper 1: Listening, Reading, Translation into English, and into French (50% of final mark)
Paper 2: Written exam (2 questions based on a set film and set text.) (20% of final mark)
Paper 3: Oral exam (Individual Research Project, and discussion of a sub-theme.) (30% of
final mark)

Advice to parents:

To support them in their studies we recommend that students purchase a good bilingual
and monolingual dictionary. Students are also encouraged to practise and develop their
language skills as much as possible. Students will be expected to complete at least four
hours of homework a week and attend extra speaking sessions where available.

Entry Requirements

Students need to achieve at least a GCSE grade 6 in the Language they are carrying on to A
Level.

Students will also need at least a GCSE grade 5 in English Literature due to the demands of
the written paper.
