To achieve Creative Arts Colours, students may show the following skills in Art, Dance, Drama, Music, PE or through participation in the Tech

Team.

Here is the indicative criteria for what Colours might be awarded for. It is not designed to be an exhaustive or prescribed list; Colours are

awarded by teachers in recognition of outstanding student commitment and contributions over an extended period of time. It is down to the

discretion of the subject teams to deem which students will be awarded Colours in a particular year.

Bronze Silver Gold

Students have committed and made exceptional
contributions for at least 2 years

Years 10-13

Students have committed and made exceptional
contributions for at least 3 years

Years 12-13

Students have committed and made exceptional
contributions for at least 4 years

● Excellent attendance/commitment to a
club

● Excellent contributions to co-curricular,
e.g. House events or clubs

● Taking a supervising/assisting role in
music clubs

● Co-curricular music buddy
● Excellent contribution and achievement

in lessons
● Supporting options fairs or open

evenings
● Performs regularly outside of school

(As per Bronze)

And/or:

● House captain or Subject Ambassador
● Representing out of school/locally, e.g. in

competitions
● Industry links/ work experience with a

creative career path in their own time

(As per Bronze)

And/or:

● Significant contributions to department,
such as a highly committed Subject
Ambassador or exceptional House
captain

● Representing nationally / performs
professionally / high-profile
performances

● Leading a Sixth Form led club with
commitment and dedication
