Charging Policy

Aim

The aim of this policy is set out what charges will be made for various activities and services offered by Bensham Grove Nursery School.
This charging policy has been formulated in accordance with guidance from the Department for Education (Charging for School Activities October 2014). All charges made by the school meet the requirements of the Education Act 1996, which sets out the law on charging for school activities in schools maintained by local authorities in England. Guidance from The Schools Financial Value Standard and the Scheme of Delegation of Funding to Schools will also be followed. Charges will not be made for any activities which form part of the school curriculum. No charge can be made for education and care during a child’s 15 hour entitlement (ages 3 to 4 years.)  

However, the Governing Body recognises the valuable contribution that the wide range of additional activities can make towards the children’s learinig and development. The Governing Body therefore reserve the right to levy charges for the following activities arranged by the school, which will not exceed the actual cost of the activity…
Activities which take place out of school hours

Any activity or visit which takes place out of school hours is viewed as an optional extra. Parents/carers can choose whether their children participate and therefore the full cost will be passed on to parents. 

Activities which take place wholly or partly in school hours.

The school will invite voluntary contributions from parents/carers to allow children to participate in a range of experiences identified through curriculum planning. 
The experiences may be partially funded by school funds or the school’s budget.
Staff will work jointly with parents/carers and governors to ensure that children are not treated any differently according to whether their parents/carers have made a voluntary contribution towards an activity.  

This policy statement may be subject to review or amendment at the discretion of the Governing Body.
