By the end of Key Stage 1, all pupils will:

★Articulate their knowledge of at least three different faiths,
using specific vocabulary to each faith.
★Develop mutual respect and tolerance of those with
different faiths and beliefs.
★Retell an important story from at least one faith.
★Have hands-on experiences with a range of religious
artefacts.
★Observe, notice and recognise aspects of religion in their
own communities and make connections between these.
★Have met a religious leader from at least one faith.
★Acknowledge special festivals and events which are
important to their life and those within their community.

Developing cultural capital in Religious Education:

★Have visited a place of worship for at least one religion.
★Experienced customs from various religions.
★Experience and create a piece of religious art.
★Taken part in community and charity projects.
