


You are working as an early year’s practitioner in a large day nursery that cares for children from birth to five years.  They have a large number of staff and regularly have work placement students and apprentices. The manager of the early years setting now wants you to show that you fully understand the children's progress towards early learning goals and the safeguarding and welfare requirements of the EYFS by demonstrating this in your practice.

1. A) You must plan and implement two play and education programmes that will promote learning across more than one EYFS area of learning which support children's progress towards identified early learning goals. This must be carried out independently. The plans must be detailed and show the strategies that you have considered and chosen to support children towards their targeted goals. Write up a clear account of the activities undertaken, showing the strategies you used *Please use existing activity plans for children aged birth to 5 years. 

B) Add to both of your activity plans a reflection on how effective they were in supporting children towards the early learning goals.  


2. Write up three accounts which show how you have adhered to safeguarding and welfare requirements. Do this by completing three of the Work Placement Diary Sheets (that follow) as a template for these accounts. You must show how you took the welfare and safeguarding requirements into consideration in your practice.  Each example must show that you have selected the most appropriate strategy or action for the context and age and stage of development of the children.  You must justify your actions referring to how your actions resulted in the promotion of individual children's welfare.
