In addition to the outline above, student success is also celebrated across the academic year in several other ways:  
 
▪ School produce a termly ‘Shine’ bulletin that is distrusted across the school and posted on the school website. Staff 

members put forward many amazing achievements of students (big and small) from that term. These achievements 
are then collated into the ‘Shine’ bulletin.  

▪ In addition, the school’s termly newsletter includes a wide variety of student achievement, especially with regards 
to extra-curricular achievement.  

Step 1: Staff across the school award positive behaviour points on Class Charts. Positive 
behaviour points can be awarded for a range of different reasons, including effort, 

achievement, progress, learning as well as pastoral achievements, such as determination 
and resilience. Students can then exchange points for prizes found within the ‘Reward 

Store’ on Class Charts. This stage also includes bespoke, Departmental praise initiatives, 
such as certificates, prizes and parental letters. A fantastic range of Departmental 

initiates take place across the school. 

Step 2: The Sixth Form Pastoral Team award 12 
Sixth Form Star Awards over the Year Groups each 
week, recognising the excellent efforts and brilliant 

achievements of students across the school. 
Students are given a certificate, positive phone call 
home, 5 Class Chart praise points, acknowledgment 

on the Sixth Form Noticeboard and a prize when 
they are awarded Sixth Form Star.
