	· Students will select their own title from a list of possible starting points. 
· Students will gather research and develop their projects into sustained in depth projects. 
· Students will continue to build up a repertoire of skills and techniques from experimental tasks. 
· Student will develop research into a series of photographic outcomes. 
· Students will continue to build up presentation and analysis techniques for their sketchbook work. 

	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· Students will have a greater understanding of the quantity and quality needed for an A Level project. 
· Students will be able to refer back to the experiments from the earlier project books to revisit and refine techniques. 
· Students will have developed a grasp of camera techniques and editing processes that they can revisit and refine during this project. 

	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· Students are more engaged and motivated when they are able to pick their own theme. 
· Weekly checklists guide the students through the process of developing sustained investigations and gathering more research as the project progresses. The project will follow the same process as the NEA Component 1 Personal Investigation, so students will be prepared for the rigor and detail required at A Level. 
Rationale for timing of this topic
· This project will prepare the students well for the main NEA Personal Investigation which starts later in the Summer term.

	· Teachers will ensure students are given a weekly checklist to help them manage their time in A Level independent study time. 
· Teachers will adapt students weekly checklists based on individual needs of the students. 
· Exemplar Exam project A level books and teacher modelling will be used as part of most lessons to demonstrate new techniques and processes. 
· Further photoshop and follow up dark room experiments will be used to address any gaps in knowledge and skill.
