	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· Students study Blood Brothers as part of component one of the GCSE. Students will know and understand the characteristics and context of the whole play and develop knowledge and understanding of how theatre is developed and performed. 
· Students are required to see a live production as part of component one of the GCSE. This allows students to develop their skills in analysis and evaluation of live theatre and the contribution of others including professional theatre makers. 
· Students are required to develop their own theatre in groups as part of component two. 
Rationale for timing of this topic
· Blood Brothers Act two will be explored in detail as this is the area of Blood Brothers which is most complex in terms or narrative, plot and themes. Students have been taught the whole play in year 10 and studied act one in summer term, therefore beginning with act 2 fits the sequence 
· Students should see live theatre in term one in order to develop their skills in analysis and evaluation of other, which in turn will develop their understanding of developing their own theatre
· Students will move onto their group devised work after the script work unit has been introduced as there is a gap in knowledge due to this being missed in year 10 of 2021 and students took part in a devised classroom based assessment in year 10

· Design students will understand the key responsibilities of theatre makers and contribute to the overall presentation of two extracts from a set play

· Students will understand and be able to practically convey the differences between the characters in Blood Brothers 
· Students will know the relevance of the use of a narrator in the context of Blood Brothers
· Students will be introduced to the role of the theatre maker in live professional performance and will understand their importance in the grand scheme of the success of the performance 
· Students will develop a critical voice and continue to think and write in the role of an active audience member 
· Students will know the performance elements and analyse and evaluate them in the context of seeing a live show
· Students will use the knowledge developed in their work on the scripted component to know how to effectively develop plot, narrative, genre and character interpretation
