	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Within component one students are required to develop their own piece of theatre with a practitioner influence. In addition, a second practioner is required to influence their concept of a production of Antigone in the component three exam
· Students are required to develop their own theatre in groups as part of component one, upon deciding a practitioner, therefore students complete this element in mock form after the practitioner workshops 
· Students are required to see a live production as part of component three of the A Level. This allows students to develop their skills in analysis and evaluation of live theatre and the contribution of others including professional theatre makers. Students are also required to respond to a statement about the role of live theatre in society today, therefore seeing a live production early on is essential to be able to do this 
Rationale for timing of this topic
· The course begins with in depth workshops of 4 theatre practitioners in order to introduce new concepts to the students and develop their understanding of which forms of theatre are available 
· Devised work is introduced immediately after the practioner workshops as students will now be equipped to produce mini devising tasks with tangible practioner influence 
· Students should see live theatre in term one in order to develop their skills in analysis and evaluation of other, which in turn will develop their understanding of developing their own theatre. The trip in the autumn inspires and engages the students to begin to tackle challenging statements and give a personal viewpoint as a valued audience member. Seeing theatre in the autumn term also serves to influence students own devised work 

	Key concepts/ideas that are taught to students in this unit/topic, including any anticipated gaps in knowledge and plan to overcome these

	· Students will know the characteristics of a range of influential theatre practitioners and be able to apply  features of their work to their own devised work 
· Students will be taught about practitioners assuming no prior knowledge 
· Students will be able to explore style, genre, character types and form of devised theatre 
· Students will know and be able to take part in the devising process 
· Students will practice responding to a variety of stimulus 
· Students will be re-introduced to the role of the theatre maker in live professional performance and will understand their importance in the grand scheme of the success of the performance 
· Students will develop their own voce as a valued theatre audience member and develop debate skills in response to statements such as “theatre today says nothing to young people” 
· Students will continue to develop a critical voice and continue to think and write in the role of an active audience member 
· Students will know the impact of performance elements and analyse and evaluate them in the context of seeing a live show
