	Rationale for studying this topic and the timing
1. Living World
We tend to rotate between human and physical geography and this unit continues in that pattern. It will also allow us to complete a full mock examination with all 3 topics in the December mocks.  Conducting the study in the Autumn term also allows for a short 1-hour visit to the school pond when flowers etc. are in bloom so we can conduct a local area bit of fieldwork. The topic allows students to develop an understanding of the living systems of planet Earth including those local to them, plus those ecosystems that are far away in the case of tropical forests and hot deserts.  The underlying principles for studying those ecosystems can then be applied to any ecosystem.

Changing Economic World
This is a fundamental unit for understanding human geography.  It considers major topics such as inequality, ways of judging development, how inequalities are addressed.  These are things every human should know, and are part of our cultural capital.  In addition, it covers the study of a low-income country (great for empathy) and the economy of the UK and how that applies to them.  We leave this unit until the end as it is conceptually the hardest to understand.
