	Brief summary of the topic/work being covered during this period	

	· The students move on to study the American 1920s unit (this starts before the 1920s with a comparison of WWI on Britain and the USA then moves on to look at the 1920s with topics such as the boom, women, prohibition, organised crime, the KKK, immigration and the Wall Street Crash
· The students then will study the Germany unit starting from 1890 – Kaiserreich Germany 
Key knowledge to be developed during these topics:
· Develop knowledge of the 1920s boom
· Develop understanding of prohibition and the rise in organised crime in the USA
· Develop understanding of the wall street crash and its impact
· Understand the role of a Kaiser and the constitution in 1891
· Develop knowledge on the Weimar constitution and change in Germany post WWI
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Develop understanding of the impact of the Wall Street Crash on Germany and its leadership

	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· The students have prior knowledge of WWI with their study of WWI from a British perspective so the students use this knowledge to compare the experience of the USA. 
· The students will have prior knowledge of Empire building and the build up to WWI from the Empire and WWI units so this will help them to understand the Germany unit at the beginning with the Kaiser’s desire for an Empire and the lead up to WWI and its impact on Germany.
· The Students will gain knowledge on the Wall Street Crash in the America unit and this will help when they come to study the Wall Street Crash’s impact on Germany too in the next unit

	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· The students study the development of the USA in the 1920s so students understand the impact of WWI and then the 1920s boom on another country. They can then use this information to compare it to their study of Britain at the time but also to compare it to the German experience in preparation for GCSE.
· The students study the Wall Street Crash within their USA unit which is a key international event which has a huge impact on German History and International relations which will help students in their understanding when it comes to the two GCSE units. 
· The students begin to study the Germany unit from 1890-1945 in year 9 to allow students to gain a good base of German history before their GCSE unit, it also leads students to their key study of the Holocaust at the end of year 9.
Rationale for timing of this topic
· The Students study the USA unit before the Germany unit to give them an understanding of key international events such as the Wall Street Crash which is a huge pivotal event within German History. The USA unit allows students to gain an understanding what the Wall Street crash is and how it happened before they study the impact in the Germany unit. 
· The students study the Germany unit across the end of their Year 9 study allowing them to build up some key knowledge on Germany History for their GCSE it also leads to the students having a key understanding of the Nazi regime and leads students to their key topic of the Holocaust and the final solution at the end of the year. Placing the Holocaust topic at the end of the year allows us to hold an exhibition in school each year in the atrium – we either have the Anne Frank exhibition or a Newcastle University Holocaust exhibition. It also has in the past allowed us to have a Holocaust speaker in the school. These key exhibitions are a new way of learning for the students and something we would struggle to achieve with all year 9 classes in the early academic year or during exam season so it is important to place this topic at the end of the academic year. This also allows the students to be mature enough to handle such a difficult and challenging topic.
