	Brief summary of the topic/work being covered during this period	

	· The students move on to study the development of the British Empire
· The students then will study WWI (causes, outbreak, recruitment,  battle of the Somme)
· Then students will move on to study WWII (causes, outbreak, impact in Britain – home front) 
Key knowledge to be developed during these topics:
· How did the British Empire develop and why did Britain want an Empire – Why is the Empire controversial?
· Causes of WWI
· Life in the trenches
· Battle of the Somme – was it a disaster?
· Causes of WWII
· Life during WWII – Women, The Blitz, evacuation, rationing
· Develop understanding of utility of sources 
· Develop understanding of causation 

	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· The students have prior knowledge of Empire from their study of the Roman Empire in Year 7 and can use this prior knowledge to build upon in the British Empire topic. 
· The students will have prior knowledge on causes of War through their study of the English Civil War and should be able to compare to the multiple different reasons to lead to WWI but also the difference with it being an international conflict. 
· Students will have studied the impact of WWI and will be able to use this to build upon when studying WWII but will gain the knowledge of impact on the home front this time due to bombing and evacuation topics.  

	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· The students study the development of the British Empire to understand the key impact of the development on Britain and its colonies and to understand its influence on the causes of WWI in the next topic through the cause of Imperialism. Students also gain an understanding of the controversies of the British Empire to fully understand Empires and the impact of their development.
· The students study WWI as one of the most significant events in British and World History, to understand the causes but also the development of warfare through case studies such as the Battle of the Somme and the key issue of total war. 
· The students study WWII as one of the most important events in World and British History and begin to understand how total war can impact ordinary civilian’s lives fully and totally through the study of the British home front. 
Rationale for timing of this topic
· The Students study the British Empire topic just before the study of WWI as it links in clearly  to the causes of WWI and helps students to understand the key causes of imperialism and nationalism
· The students study WWI as it builds upon the study of Empire and is a good prior topic to WWII and the USA and Germany units that follow in Year 9 – allowing students to have an understanding of the impact of WWI on Britain before studying the impact on other countries.
· The students then study WWII to allow for a key development from one total war to another and again provides a good prior topic to the Germany unit to show the impact on Britain before studying the impact on other countries.
