· The students in Britain will study the period 1939-51

	Rationale for studying this topic
· The students will begin to study Germany 1933-60s section of the Germany unit this term to develop their depth of knowledge and deepen their understanding of the German political system. This unit was chosen to engage the students and deepen their knowledge of Germany following on from their GCSE Germany unit
· The students will begin to study Britain 1939-51 of the depth study this term to develop their understanding of the complexities of the British political system and key elections and events at the beginning of this topic. This unit was chosen to engage students in British History and the political system in Britain to support their Historical knowledge and to help support them in wider life as future voters.  
· The students will begin to study Russia 1762-1881 for their NEA unit and begin the process of writing their NEA
· The students will also revise previous Germany and Britain knowledge for their mock exams.
Rationale for timing of this topic
· The Students study these topics this first term as we take both units as a chronological study rather than thematic so students can build up a mental timeline of both the German and British unit to help deepen their understanding. 
· The students begin to study the NEA topic in year 13 as they can use their source skills and essay skills developed throughout year 12 to help them with the NEA essay.
