This is the plan for the taught curriculum during achievement period: Term 1

	Brief summary of the topic/work being covered during this period	

	· Unit 1 – Information Technology Systems
· This is a theory unit. It is assessed via a 2 hour written paper taken in June 2022.
· Unit delivered by LHO (2 lessons per fortnight).
· Part of this unit delivered by SEG (2 lessons per fortnight).
· Unit 3 – Using Social Media in Business
· This is a coursework unit focusing on the design and creation of a social media campaign for a business. It is internally assessed.
· In Term 2 students will complete Learning Aim B from the specification.
· Unit delivered in Term 2 by SEG (5 lessons per fortnight).


	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· For Unit 1:
· Students who have taken BTEC DIT at Level 2 or GCSE Computer Science will have a grounding in many of the topic areas

· For Unit 3:
· Some elements of the Component 3 Theory from the KS4 course are revisited.


	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	· Rationale for studying this topic
· For the four units of the BTEC Extended Certificate, three of the units are mandatory. Units 1 & 3 are to be completed in Year 12. Both these are mandatory. 
· Rationale for timing of this topic
· Due to the amount of content in the Unit 1 (an exam unit – 120 Guided Learning Hours), It would not be possible to get the taught content done in time for a January sitting. As students are permitted to re-sit an exam or set task once, taking Unit 1 in Year 12 allows for the first sitting of the exam to be in the Summer of Year 12, with a re-sit in the Summer of Year 13 if needed.
· It is possible to deliver the Unit 2 content in time for the Set Task to be taken in the January series. Therefore a re-sit opportunity will be available in the summer of Year 13 if needed.
· Unit 2 will be the most complex of the units that students take, hence in Year 13 they will be ready for this.
· Unit 6 is a small unit (60 Guided Learning Hours) compared with the other coursework unit, Unit 3 (90 Guided Learning Hours). Taking this is Year 13 leaves sufficient time to be able to prepare for re-sits for either Unit 1 or Unit 2. Students may not need to re-sit both exams, and typically if there are re-sits, it will be for Unit 1.

· For Unit 1:
· Students will learn about the function & use of a range of Digital Devices and able to select devices for a given purpose
· Students will understand the function and use of a range of input and output Peripheral Devices & Storage Media
· Students will understand the role of Computer Software in an IT System and be able to categorise various types
· Students will know how systems and data may be protected from internal and external threats

· For Unit 3:
· Students will understand social media planning processes and how they can be followed by a business
· Students will learn how the business requirements can affect the way that they use social media
· Students will be able to effectively plan a strategy for the publishing of social media content
· Students will understand the benefits to a business of developing an online community
· Students will recognise the importance of developing a social media policy, to ensure appropriate use
· Students will be able to review and refine plans for business social media use
