	· Unit 1 – Information Technology Systems
· This is a theory unit. It is assessed via a 2 hour written paper taken in June 2022.
· The start of Term 3 will consist of revision for the external exam
· Unit 2 – Database Development
· This is prep work for Unit 2, which will begin properly in Year 13
· In Term 3 students will complete a series of tutorials to build a database.
· This work will take place across all lessons after the Unit 1 exam has been taken.


	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· For Unit 1:
· Course has now been delivered and students will sit their external exam

· For Unit 2:
· Some elements of the Unit 1 Theory are revisited, such as how organisations use and process data.
· Experience of data handling from the BTEC DIT Spreadsheet unit will be helpful


	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	· Rationale for studying this topic
· For the four units of the BTEC Extended Certificate, three of the units are mandatory. Units 1 & 3 are to be completed in Year 12. Both these are mandatory.
· The other mandatory unit is Unit 2. As the first sitting of the external set task is January of Year 13, doing prep work at this point is important to introduce key concepts before the unit begins properly.
· Rationale for timing of this topic
· It is possible to deliver the Unit 2 content in time for the Set Task to be taken in the January series. Therefore a re-sit opportunity will be available in the summer of Year 13 if needed.
· Unit 2 will be the most complex of the units that students take, hence the prep work in Year 12 will help them be ready for this. The covering of the fundamentals of the unit allows us to be able to start the more complex elements of the unit earlier in the first term of Year 13.

· For Unit 2 all of the topics to be covered in the prep work are new.
· An introduction to the concept of databases. Students will be able to gain an understanding of what databases are and the how they are used in organisations. Key concept is that data is structured in a database as opposed to other unstructured methods.
· Relational database systems. Using multi-table structures to eliminate redundancy.
· Table design. Data types and validation.
· Form design. Effective user interfaces, intuitive design principles.
· Query design. Extracting data from one or more tables. Updating and deleting data.
· Report design. Key concept of ‘insights’, making information presentable at the point of delivery
