	Prior knowledge needed for this unit/topic from previous teaching

	· Knowledge of the alphabet and phonic sounds studied at KS3 in order to apply this to the pronunciation, spelling and understanding of new vocabulary.
· Knowledge of gender of nouns, expression of nouns as plurals and the use of articles in order to apply this to other prepositions
· Knowledge of prepositions and how gender of nouns can impact prepositions
· Knowledge of the relationship between the gender of nouns and adjectives as well as comparisons and superlatives
· Knowledge of the conjugation of regular and key irregular verbs in present, perfect and future tense and the concept of different endings for different subjects as studied previously in KS3 and year 10
· Knowledge of conjugation of ir/gustar in present/conditional in order to form immediate future tense and the conditional
· Knowledge of syntax and how to manipulate structures for spoken and written work
· Knowledge of a broad variety of topic specific vocabulary and an ever-increasing bank of less familiar vocabulary to understand the spoken and written language. Specifically for this topic, knowledge of where you live, town and your area, previously studied in year 8.
· Knowledge of how to produce the language for their own purposes and translate into Spanish with increasing levels of detail and accuracy.
· Knowledge of key grammatical terms (verb, noun, adjective, infinitive, conjugate, gender, agreement,  comparative, superlative) from their work at KS3
· Knowledge of types of questions at GCSE Spanish and strategies for how to approach them.

	Rationale for students studying this unit/topic 

	Rationale for studying this topic
· The topics studied at KS4 are specified by the GCSE exam board, however, we choose when and how to deliver each topic. Students begin their KS4 study with a firm foundation in Spanish having studied a variety of topics and associated vocab and essential grammar at KS3. We seek to build on this so students will not only enjoy success in their GCSE but also find enjoyment in communicating in the target language and studying other cultures. This topic is of particular interest to students as it enables them to describe their local area and surroundings and the environment is a very current and prominent topic in the world at the moment. There is a wealth of authentic reading and listening material for this topic, which will enable students to use and practise their Spanish in a genuine context. Beyond achieving a GCSE, students should feel competent in engaging in genuine interactions and this topic enables students to discuss their lives and important current affairs. 
Rationale for timing of this topic
· This is our second topic of the year as, after current studies and employment, we feel this is the next most relevant topic for students. The vocabulary in this topic is slightly more challenging, particularly when studying current problems with the environment so it is supportive for students to have begun the course with a more familiar topic to build their confidence. The grammar covered in the first topic is revisited and revised in this topic with opportunities to apply it in a more challenging context so the earlier coverage will provide support with this. This grammar will be revisited in each subsequent topic so continued coverage of it is essential. The topic allows students to discuss what they currently do to protect the environment and what they/families/friends could and should do to protect the environment. Students are able to use key grammar that they have learnt in previous topic, which will give them the confidence to speak and write in detail.

	Key concepts/ideas that are taught to students in this unit/topic, including any anticipated gaps in knowledge and plan to overcome these

	· Students to review and deepen their understanding of all key verb tenses and the full conjugation of regular and irregular verbs 
· Students to review and deepen their understanding of adjectival agreement and use adjectives in comparative and superlative sentences
· Students will appreciate the need for different forms of address in Spanish and will not only recognise them but use them with more confidence themselves (in the context of the role play for example)
· Students to review and deepen their knowledge of syntax and manipulation of structures through asking and answering of key questions using regular and irregular present, past and future tense verbs and structures. 
· Students will appreciate the use of different verb tenses required in si clauses and the correct order. Eg. Si + imperfect subj + conditional
· Students will appreciate the existence of another mood in Spanish (subjunctive) and will recognise key subjunctive verbs and make the link to the infinitive they come from thereby allowing them to translate these verbs with confidence.
· Students to broaden their knowledge of topic specific vocabulary for theme 2 (local, national, international and global areas of interest) and an ever-increasing bank of less familiar vocabulary to understand the spoken and written language.
· Students to apply this vocabulary to produce language for their own purposes in speaking and writing (In the context of photo cards, role plays, conversations and 40, 90 and 150 word questions in writing) and translate into and from Spanish with growing variety and accuracy.
· Students to deepen their understanding of the format of the GCSE exam and continue to develop strategies to approach different question types. 
· Some students may have forgotten vocab/grammar from their KS3 studies – teachers will seek to regularly review essential concepts and vocabulary to bridge any gaps in knowledge – students have access to a very comprehensive handbook of grammar, vocabulary and strategies to support their learning. Students will also make use of a series of online vocabulary lists which they can access and revisit to continually build on and consolidate vocabulary knowledge. 
· Students may get verb endings confused or the use of appropriate tense – teachers will employ a range of strategies to aide memorisation including song/rap/word association.
· Some students may lack awareness of Spanish-speaking culture – teachers will refer to their own knowledge and experiences of Spain and Spanish-speaking countries using cultural references where appropriate and using genuine (reading/listening) material where possible/suitable. 
· Students may lack awareness of specific environment issues – teachers will ensure that students have a good grasp in English of these issues prior to introducing them in Spanish. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Students, depending on their circumstances, may not feel comfortable describing their own homes so they will be encouraged to invent descriptions which will also provide more development of language.
· Students may find it a challenge to remember new vocabulary and structures – teachers will employ a range of strategies to aide memorisation and will give students training on how to learn vocabulary. They will also review new vocabulary throughout the module and beyond through starter tasks, revision tasks and application of familiar vocabulary to all new concepts.
· Students may have specific educational needs which make lessons more challenging for them. Teachers are all aware of who these students are, they are familiar with their SEND statement and the strategies which will support them – these will be employed in lessons. Seating for students with additional needs is chosen carefully to ensure they are supported. There are two different versions of each lesson/activity and teachers will select the most appropriate version and adapt further as needed. All students have a copy of the course handbook which can be used to support them. Where LSAs are working in the classroom teachers will liaise with them at various points to discuss how they can best support SEND students in the MFL classroom.

	Plan for Assessment 

	· Informal assessment is ongoing through homework, classwork, contributions to class discussion/group work.
· Formal assessment: for this period of teaching students will be given a writing task in February to enable students to demonstrate their progress on the comprehension of and response to the written language to allow them to demonstrate their progress thus far. This task will be set by the HoD with full instructions for the preparation, conduct and marking of the task provided to the class teacher in advance. As support, there will be a common revision lesson of core vocabulary and structures ahead of the assessment and the assessment will only cover familiar, taught language.
· Teachers are to record centrally a percentage for the written task and an effort level.
· Teachers may choose to record the marks in their planner. 
· Feedback will be given using a GCSE 90/150 word mark scheme and a pro-forma, which requires teachers to identify positives and areas for development using the LOVE IT acronym. Students will also be given a section of their written work to improve upon – they will do this following class feedback of common errors. 
· There will be the opportunity on the feedback sheet for teachers to denote key spelling, accents, unknown vocab for students to review or to ask a question to clarify any misconceptions. 
· Students will respond to this feedback and set themselves a target. 
· These assessments are highlighted in the overviews and SOWs as one of the core pieces of work to be marked for this period of teaching alongside formative feedback which is given on speaking question preparation. Teachers may choose to mark additional work produced in student books.
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
