lessons on the theme of Equality and Diversity. School Uniform/Sixth Form Dress Code should be worn 
by all students. 

 
Friday 21st July This is a normal school day with an early finish, as is our custom.  Students will be taking part in an End 

of Year Mass.  Year 12 students will leave school by lunchtime, with all other students being dismissed 
from about 1.20pm.  School Uniform/Sixth Form Dress Code should be worn by all students. 

 
We would also usually have a Summer Music Concert in the last week of term.  Unfortunately, due to unforeseen circumstances, 
we must postpone this concert until the autumn term.  We look forward to inviting parents and carers to this concert next term.
