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How to answer?
Question 1 – eg. ‘Source D opposes Germany. How do you know?’ (4 marks) 
Paragraph 1:  Identify one aspect of the source and explain how it supports the claim in the question using own knowledge to support
Paragraph 2:  Identify a second aspect from the source and explain how it supports the claim OR explain how the provenance supports the claim in the question using own knowledge to support

Question 2 – eg. ‘Study sources B and C. How useful are these two sources to a historian studying…’ (12 marks)
PEE paragraph 1 – on how content of source B is useful with own knowledge to support
PEE paragraph 2 – on how content of source C is useful with own knowledge to support
PEE paragraph 3 – on the provenance of source B - is it useful? 
PEE paragraph 4 – on the provenance of source C - is it useful?

Question 3 – eg. ‘Write an account of the German reoccupation of the Rhineland and its significance in Hitler’s foreign policy. (8 marks)

Question 4 – Example, ‘The main reason for the failure of the League of Nations was the rise of Hitler’. How far do you agree with this statement? Explain your answer.’ (16 marks)
