	Georges Clemenceau – France
Key aims – revenge on Germany, reparations and a severely weakened Germany to ensure no further attacks on France.  France lost 1.4 million soldiers and land was destroyed – they wanted reparations to pay for repair.
	David Lloyd George – Britain
Key aims – punishment for Germany to appease the British public. Punishment not too harsh to ensure it did not result in another war and Germany was strong enough to continue trade.
Britain lost 1 million soldiers
	Woodrow Wilson – USA
Key aims - Wilson’s 14 points to be implemented. Which included end of secret treaties, freedom of the seas, reduction in armies and weapons, formation of the League of Nations and Belgium to be restored to independence. USA lost 100,000 soldiers and therefore did not feel the need to punish Germany as harshly.
