Responding to PSA Feedback to Improve Written Work
After each PSA, you will be provided with teacher feedback. This will come in different formats:
· Whole class feedback with information on PP slides
· Individual verbal feedback
· Individual written feedback
You will then be given a further session to make improvements to your PSA. 
Unfortunately, the amount of written feedback that your teachers can provide is limited, this means that they will use a key and annotation to give you pointers of where to improve.
Exp. = Further explanation needed
SPAG = Check your spelling and grammar
Comp = Add more comparison
~~~~ = Rephrase your sentence 
+ = Add more PEE paragraphs
eg. = Add an example








Top Tips of how to respond to feedback
· Listen carefully to whole class verbal feedback and take notes on your work of anything that is relevant to your piece.
· Read through any individual written feedback – ask questions if there is anything that you are unsure of 
· Work through each annotation on your work, correcting it one at a time. 
· Start at the top of your work and do this in order.
· Cross off/highlight the feedback when you have completed it.
· Look at the notes on the PP slides, make sure that you have all of this covered in your work.
· Proofread your work.
· Read it again! Can you explain anything further?
