A deeper focus on Jesus’ 
human relationships, with both his disciples, followers and family, exploring 
the impact of these relationships on us today.

Exploring each section of the Mass in depth; Penitential Rite, Liturgy of the 
Word, Liturgy of the Eucharist and Final Blessing, explaining the importance 
of each and identifying the order they appear in the Mass.

An introduction to Islam 
Understanding the key teachings of the Islamic faith, including an in depth 
look at the five pillars of Islam, making comparisons between the declaration 
of faith, prayer, fasting, charity and pilgrimage of both Islam and 
Christianity. Understanding the person of Muhammad (PBUH) the Qur’an, 
Mosque the concept of Jihad, and different Islamic attitudes towards 
women.
