These are a few of the Early Learning Goals your child will be working towards this term:-

	Personal, Social and Emotional Development:

Children are confident to try new activities, and say why they like some activities more than others. They are confident to speak in a familiar group, will talk about their ideas, and will choose the resources they need for their chosen activities. They say when they do or don’t need help.

	Communication, Language and Literacy:

They give their attention to what others say and respond appropriately, while engaged in another activity. Children follow instructions involving several ideas or actions. They answer ‘how’ and ‘why’ questions about their experiences and in response to stories or events.


	Mathematics:

Children count reliably with numbers from one to 20, place them in order and say which number is one more or one less than a given number.
They explore characteristics of everyday objects and shapes and use mathematical language to describe them.



	Understanding the World:

Children know about similarities and differences in relation to places, objects, materials and living things. They talk about the features of their own immediate environment and how environments might vary from one another. They make observations of animals and plants and explain why some things occur, and talk about changes.
	Physical Development:

They manage their own basic hygiene and personal needs successfully, including dressing and going to the toilet independently.

Children show good control and co-ordination in large and small movements.

	Expressive Arts and Design:

Children sing songs, make music and dance, and experiment with ways of changing them. 
They safely use and explore a variety of materials, tools and techniques, experimenting with colour, design, texture, form and function.
