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It’s free to play on a PC and laptop at TeachYourMonsterToRead.com, or you can download the Teach Your Monster to Read app from the app store on phones and tablets.  Watch out as the app is often on offer for free!
The games develop children’s speed and accuracy of letter recognition by taking them on a fantastic adventure through magical worlds where they meet island kings and collect letters to win prizes.  Children adopt and customise a monster, who they guide through the learning process. 
Children will be able to earn certificates from their monster and their progress will be displayed in the classroom. There are three levels; first steps, fun with words and champion reader. 

We have found children are a lot more confident with their sounds when using the app regularly (approx. 20 minutes per week is recommended) We hope your child enjoys teaching their new friend to read (.
