All Weather Clothes and Shoes


We are trying hard in Nursery to encourage each child to be as independent as


possible. As part of this, the children are asked to put their own shoes and wellies on.


To make this easier for everyone, shoes should have no laces to enable the children


to put them on themselves. We love playing outside! No matter what the weather,


we are out in it! To keep everyone cosy as the weather gets chillier, could we ask all


parents to make sure their children are dressed appropriately – a warm,


weatherproof coat, comfortable, warm shoes, socks or tights, and hats and gloves


when the weather is really cold. 


Could we PLEASE ask all parents to label all items of clothing including wellies and shoes that are brought into Nursery with your child’s name. This makes it easier to return lost clothing to the right child, but also alerts parents if they have taken the wrong piece of clothing home. We would also ask all parents to put at least two changes of clothes on their child’s peg. This means they can be changed quickly if they get wet or dirty.
