AIM: 
To protect children in the setting when playing in the sun. 

To build an awareness of safe behaviour in the sun establishing good habits for the future. 

Introduction

At Helen Gibson Nursery and Kids Club we believe in sun safety and ensuring that children and staff are protected from skin damaged which can be caused by the sun

METHOD: 
 Ensure children appropriately clothed e.g. T-shirts with sleeves 

Parents will sign a form to allow those children who attend nursery school to re apply sun cream whilst at school by a member of staff.  This will occur on more regular occasions for those children who burn easily.

Parents will be asked if their child has any allergies to the sun screen we have available at school.

Parents will be given advice on sun safety via email and letter.

Children are encouraged to wear hats.  The Nursery to provide legionnaire style hats for children’s use whilst at nursery 

Parents advised to apply sunscreen of factor 30 before bringing children to nursery. 

Outdoor activities adapted to focus around the areas of shade. 

Staff will be aware of children needing a break from the sun.
Acknowledge that some equipment may become more hazardous in the sun e.g. reflective rays from sand; the metal slide on the climbing frame becoming too hot to play safely on. 

Staff have an awareness of children being at play in the sun and moving them into areas of shade. 

Children are able to access the indoor environment and fresh drinking water at all times.
