After doing this, add the sultanas and 100g
of the white chocolate chips. Mix everything
together.

. Roll lumps of dough into balls roughly the same
size as golf balls. Flatten these onto the trays.

. Bake in the oven for 10 minutes until they look
golden and yummy.

. When baked, remove the cookies from the tray
and place them on a cooling rack. While they're
cooling, get the remaining white chocolate
and melt it in the microwave on low in 20
second bursts.

. Using a small piping bag or a teaspoon,
carefully driffle a cross on top of each cookie.
Leave the icing to set before eating.
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
