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	Super Subtraction 
Choose 10 objects from around your home. Use them to practise subtraction and record your sums together using – and =. E.g. 10 – 8 = 2. 
Challenge: Can you subtract from 20?   
	 The story of St George’s Day 
Share the story of ‘St George and the Dragon together. Talk about why we celebrate St George’s Day. Retell the story together.   
Challenge: Can you write the story of St George and the Dragon?  
	Excellent England 
Research and discuss English traditions together using an iPad or tablet. E.g. traditional English foods, the Royal Family etc.  
Challenge: Can you draw a picture to show your favourite English traditions?
	Super Shields 
George used a shield to protect himself from the dragon. Design your own shield using paper and pens. Challenge: Can you make your shield using junk modelling materials from around your home?  

	Amazing Adjectives 
Write a list of adjectives (describing words) to describe the dragon.
e.g. green, scary. 
Challenge: Can you also write a list of adjectives to describe St George? 

	Afternoon Tea 
Afternoon Tea is an English tradition. 
Can you help to prepare sandwiches for a special Afternoon Tea at home?
You could even bake a cake or some scones to eat too! 
	Fabulous Flags 
Can you draw or make your own English flag? What colours will you need to use? What will it look like? 

	Wonderful Words
How many words can you make using the letters from:
Saint George’s Day?
e.g. day, in, at. 
Challenge: What is the longest word that you can make?  

	Colour Hunt 
Look for objects around your home that are red or white, like the English flag. How many red objects can you find? How many white? Did you find more white or red objects? Compare both groups and discuss them together. 
Challenge: Can you record your data? You could use a tally chart or a grid to record your results. 
	Small World Stories
Create your own role-play to retell the story of St George and the Dragon. 
Challenge: Can you make up your own story about a knight, dragon or castle? 

	Marvellous Map Work 
St George’s Day is celebrated in England. Use a map or Google Earth to find out where England is. Which countries are close to England? 
Challenge: Can you use a map to find out where you live?

	Dragon Yoga 
Try the Cosmic Kids Dragon Yoga. 
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Challenge: Can you create your own dragon stretches?
