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Concerns


If your child has problems with homework, talk to the teacher or write a note to them and they will explain it to your child.


If problems occur at home which could affect your child please let school know. This helps us understand changes in attitude / behaviour


If you notice any changes in your child’s attitude or behaviour which you believe may be caused by bullying, let school know as soon as possible.


Homework


Homework is given on: Friday each week (Currently all homework set is online)


Homework should be completed and returned to the teacher by the Wednesday following.


If there is no access to a computer at home, to complete homework, it can be arranged for them to complete it in school on a morning between 8.40am and 8.55am. Please see a member of staff to arrange this. 


Other homework will be set as and when required


Encourage your child to complete homework as soon as they can, once it is set. 


Please bring reading books into school on a Wednesday to be changed and given back out on a on a Friday to read at home.

















Reminders
