	TEXTILES
	· To handle and manipulate materials such as threads, cottons, wool, raffia, grass, wire and paper.

       everyday textiles in school and the home.

	· To describe the texture of fabrics and collage materials-smooth, crinkly, rough

	· To develop the child’s response to own work.
· To talk about how the artwork was made/ what they can see/ what they think about it.
· To identify design in textiles in the school environment.
· To make a personal response and talk in simple terms about textiles.



	SCULPTURE
	· To handle, feel and manipulate rigid and

       malleable materials eg. clay, play dough,

       plastics, card, junk, wood, wire, modroc

       etc.

· To pull apart and reconstructs basic shapes

       from construction kits and recycles boxes

       and packets
	· To be able to name solid shapes: sphere, cube, cuboid, and cylinder.

· To be able to talk about how they have made an object and what they plan to do next.

· To be able to evaluate own work.
